Exchange collision Issue

The Exchange 2000 schema has defined the secretary, labeledURI, and houseIdentifier attributes, which are also defined by the base schema. The concern is that they were defined differently from RFC2798 and an Internet draft dated November 20, 2001. This difference will prevent the upgrade to Windows Server 2003. The Windows Server 2003 upgrade will rename the ldapDisplayNames for these attribute to permit the upgrade to succeed.

Mangled Name Issue

When Active Directory detects a duplicate name during a schema change, it will modify one of them by adding “Dup” and some unique characters to the beginning of the name. This is called mangling. A new set of attributes will be added to the schema when Windows Server 2003 is installed. Due to a bug in the Windows 2000 code, if Exchange 2000 is already installed, the ldapDisplayName for the secretary, labeledURI, or houseIdentifier attributes may become mangled when replication occurs. This does not cause any problems with the functioning of Active Directory or the operating system since they are not used. However, you may have an application that needs to access these values and they will be inaccessible. To repair the mangled names use the file inetOrgPersonFix.ldf. 

The command to import this file is:

Ldifde /i /f inetOrgPersonFix.ldf /c "DC=X" "<your domain>"

Where <your domain> should be replaced with the fully qualified domain name for your domain. For example, DC=Microsoft,DC=COM.
